	Good morning, and welcome to the Kelmscott Baptist Church. It’s great to have you here, and we hope you’ll be encouraged as you worship with us.   
The Role of The Holy Spirit in Salvation
In our home group last week, the question came up about the role of the Holy Spirit in salvation. We can think of the Spirit’s work in two ways:

1. Conviction of sin
The Holy Spirit is at work convicting the world of sin, righteousness and judgment (John 16:5-11). The Spirit is constantly seeking to convince people of their sinfulness and their need of salvation in Jesus. He uses the Word of God, the testimony of believers, the conscience, providence and life circumstances as well as the witness of the church to achieve these ends. 

2. Conversion
When a person believes in Jesus as their Saviour from their sin, the Spirit converts them. At that very moment, here is what He does:

· Regenerate (gives new life - Titus 3:5)
· Baptise (unites to Christ and His people - 1 Cor 12:13)
· Indwell (takes up residence - Rom 8:9)
· Seal (marks as God’s own - Eph 1:13)

This all means that the Holy Spirit connects the believer with the person and work of the Lord Jesus. His indwelling and sealing mean this connection is permanent, and so salvation is guaranteed. The new life that the Spirit imparts is the very life of God, and now the believer has a new set of godly ‘affections’ or desires (Romans 5:5). Affections are deep Spirit-formed loves and longings that fuel holiness. 

The Spirit now works within the believer to help them be holier, to grow those affections. The believer’s role is to do what they can to assist the Spirit’s work, to submit to the Spirit’s will (revealed in Scripture), and so be filled with the Spirit (Eph 5:18f), rather than grieve (Eph 4:30) or quench (1 Thes 5:19) the Spirit through disobedience.
