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Good morning, and welcome to the Kelmscott Baptist Church. It’s great to have you here. We hope you’ll be encouraged as you worship with us.

                                        
In today’s lesson, we examine the necessity of asking God to save us in daily life. Our usual perception of Jesus is that His death on the cross was personal for me. And then we look forward to heaven, where we see our relationship will be personal and intimate and we long to see our Bridegroom face to face and be with Him forever. But what about now? Is He personally necessary to us not only in the past at the cross and in the future in heaven, but now as well? Is He personally necessary to you as you sit in the church hall and read this? Is He personally necessary to you as you sing worship and praise songs and as you listen to His Word preached? At home and at work?
So much of our Christian life is spent regarding God as “way up there in heaven”; so far away. And if that’s how we think of God, we’d better think again and correct out misconception. 
For Jesus said to His disciples “I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may be with you forever; (Jn 14:16).  “I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you.” (Jn 14:18). “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our abode with him. (Jn 14:23). “… lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.” (Matt 28:20)”. “I will never desert you, nor will I ever forsake you,” (Heb 13:5).
So relate to Him in the present, every day throughout your life. He loves you so much, He died for you. Do you not think He wants a daily relationship with you?
